DR. REBECCA GILL 
      Rebecca Gill is an Associate Professor of 
Political Science at the University of Nevada 
Las Vegas. She is a native of Grand Rapids, 
Michigan, and she earned a B.A. in Political 
Theory & Constitutional Democracy from 
James Madison College at Michigan State 
University. She earned an additional degree in 
Psychology from the College of Social Sci-
ence at Michigan State University. Dr. Gillôs recent research focus-
es on judges and judicial institutions in the United States. She is the 
recipient of a multi-year National Science Foundation grant to 
study gender and race bias in performance evaluations of state 
judges. The courses Dr. Gill teaches are mostly about law and 
courts. She teaches a number of classes from the Political Science 
Departmentôs Constitutional Law series, including the Rights of 
Women, First Amendment, and the Rights of the Criminally Ac-
cused. She also teaches a course on the American Judicial Process.  
      Her work has been featured in a number of popular outlets, like 
the Washington Post, the Las Vegas Review-Journal, the Wall 
Street Journal Law Blog, and the Empirical Legal Studies Blog.
